And whereas the Government of India has decided 1o transfer of all the rights, ttles and interests relating 1o
generaling activity i the Badarpur Thermal Power Station in its entirety to NTPC except that the land connected with the
said station shall be given to NTPC on long-term lease;
And whereas the Government of India and NTPC have finalized all the lerms and conditions of ranster of the
Badarpur Thermal Power Station to NTPC as contained herein.

And whereas Government of India has communicated vide letter no. 2/38/99-BTES (Vol V11 dated 15-3-2006 10
NTPC the broad terms and conditions of transfer of BTPS o NTPC,

And whereas NTPC has agreed to acquire the Badarpur Thermal Power Station from the Government of Indis vide
lefter No, 0 L/NBD/BTPS027-601 dated 24th May, 2006.

NOW [N EXERCISE OF ITS POWERSUNDER ARTICLE 73 READWITH ARTICLE 298 OF THE CONSTITUTION
OF INDLA ANDAS AGREED WITH NTPC, THE GOVERNMENT OF INDLIA HERERY ORDERS A5 UNDER:

1. The Badarpur Thermal Power Station, comprising of assets (other than land which shall be given on lease as
mentioned in clause-2 herein) interest in assets and including but not limited W building, plant, machinery, tools and
cgurprnent, furnitures and [itings, installation and other facilities forming part of the generating station or associated with
or redated o the generation stalion in ils entirety shall stand transferred wand vest in NTPC effective 1st June 2006 subjec
tar the tefms and conditions contained in this Order. The assets relating 10 gencrating activily of BTPS (o be transferred
shall include power systems, plant, machinery, building, oifices including affice equipmenis & computers, slores, furnitures,
fixtures, vehicles, residential quarters, hospitals including hospital equipmenls, schools, guest houses and amenities and
installations pertaining and attached thereto and other movable and immovable assets, mvestments, corporeal and incorporeai,
taneible and imangible assets, benefits, licences, consents, avthorities, rexistrations and powers of every kind, nalure and
description whatsoever, privileges, liberties, easements, advantages, benefits and approvals, contracts, deeds, schemes,
bonds, sgreements and other instruments and interest of whatever nature: Notwithstanding the above the assets shatl no
howewver include current assets, debtors, investments, loan & advanees of Badarpur Thermal Power Slalion in exeess ol
those identified as per the audived sepregated Balance Sheet pertaining 10 power business as on 31-05-20006 10 be transferred
ey NTPC.

2. The title to the land of Badarpur Thermal Pewer Station COMPIsing if 51708 hectares {o ming part of the
generating station and facilities shall continue w vest in the Government of Indiz and shall be oo lease 1o NTPC for an initial
pueriod of 50 viars at an annual lease rent equivalent 1o 10% of the book value of 1he land,

3. Governmen! reserves the right to review the lease of land if the power peneration activity is decided to he
stopped or 11 the land is used or proposed to be used for activity other than for peneration of power and other than those
connceted or incidental 1o power generation,

4, Al assets as deseribed herein above excluding the land which shall be on lease, shall vest in NTPC Limited for
constderation 1o be determined by the Government of India as per the audited accounts of the Badarpur Thermal Power
Station as on 31st May, 2006, The said consideration shall be communicated by the Government of India to the NTPC by
an Order 1o beissued lor the said purpose.

5. Except for the identified current liabilitics and provisions related to day to day generation activity of BTPS
including all employees and working capital retated Habilities and provisions in the audited segregated Balance Sheet,
pertainimg o power business as on 31-05-2006 1o be transferred to NTPC, the Badarpur Thermal Power Station shall stand
wransferred and vest in NTPC as on Ist Jume 2006 without any liahility of the station which relate to the period before
D1-06-2006. All other liahilities of any nature whatsoever shall be o the account of the Goverament of Indin absolutely,

f1. The electricity generated from the generating capacity of Badarpur Thermal Power Station existing as on date
shall be supplied by NTPC 0 the National Capital Territory of Delhi w.e.f. 01-06-2006 in 1erms of the agreement and
arrangement for sale of electricity as applicable 1o the Govt, of India up 1o 31-05-2006 1ill it is decided otherwise by the
Crovernment of Indii.,

7. Effective 1st June, 2006, NTPC shall undertake all aetivities at the Badarpur Thermal Fower Station to the
account of NTPC and not on behalf of the Government of India,

&. The consideration for the transfer of BTPS to NTPC shall be paid by NTPC to the Government of [ndia within 100

duys of communication of the transfer value which will be arrived at on the basis of audited accounts as on 3151 May, 2006
by the Government of India.
